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Mike’s Musings
1 John 4:8 – “God is love.”

The Bible says, “let us love one another, 
because love is from God… for God is love. 
God’s love was revealed among us in this way: 
God sent his only Son into the world so that 
we might live through him…he loved us and 
sent his Son to be the atoning sacrifice for our 
sins” (1 John 4:7-10). Until the good news of 
Jesus Christ burst onto the human scene, the 
word love was understood mostly in terms of 
seeking one’s own advantage. A loving God 
reaching down to sinful humans was 
unthinkable.

The greatest act of love a person can ever 
perform for people is to tell them about God’s 
love for them. God is the Source of love; God 
is the demonstration of love, wrapped up in 
righteousness, judgment, mercy, and grace. To 
receive it, we must be willing to listen and 
obey
God’s Word.

It is also important to understand that true 
love—God’s love—is unchangeable; God knows 
exactly what we are and loves us anyway. It 
was God’s love that knew humankind was 
incapable of obeying the Law, and it was God’s 
love that promised a Redeemer, a Savior, who 

would save the people from their sins and 
empower them to live for God. True love is an 
act of the will, and anyone who receives Christ 
as Savior does the will of the Father in Heaven.
